		Code				The unique identifier (Lab ID) used by the source laboratory to identify a test in the LIS.  This is the value sent in OBR.4.1 and/or OBX.3.1 of HL7 v2 messages, not any abbreviation or mnemonic that the lab may use for the test.

		SourceLab				Name of the source laboratory

		ORB				Information about the test indicating if the Lab ID is orderable, resultable or both. Orderable tests (O) are found only in the OBR segment of the HL7 v2 message (OBR.4.1), Resultable tests (R) are found only in the OBX segment (OBX.3.1) and tests (Lab IDs) that are both orderable and resultable (B) are found in both OBR.4.1 and OBX.3.1

		TestName				The full name of the test from the LIS.

		Component				The analyte being measured.

		TimeAspect				The timing of the test. A test can either measure an analyte at a point in time or over a time interval and is reported as either Pt (point in time) or the actual time (e.g. 24 hour) over which the amount of substance of an analyte is cleared or excreted.

		System				The type of specimen being tested e.g. ser/plas, urine

		Scale				Is the test result quantitative (numeric), ordinal (ordered categorical responses) or qualitative (includes nominal, narrative, text "blob", etc.)?

		ClassDomain				Classification of the test according to the laboratory domain/section/department that performs it, e.g. Chemistry, Microbiology, Hematology, Immunology, etc.
